Major improvements at 

Ramona H.S. football/track field, jointly funded by 

the City and the School District, are nearing com-

pletion.  Scheduled activities at many of these 

places give local residents a strong sense of com-

munity.  With thousands 

now participating, they 

are a major drawing card 

for outsiders to come to 

the City.  The Ab Brown 

Sports Complex, for ex-

ample, recently hosted 

150 teams at a major 

regional Soccer event.
