THANKS TO DAVID BRISTOW, RIVERSIDE 

FEDERAL MAGISTRATE JUDGE.  Judge Bristow 

provided an interesting overview of both State and 

Federal Court Systems located here in Riverside.  

Action by Riverside County in the 90’s to promote a 

Federal Court here, then quickly build a new facility 

downtown on 12th Street and make it available for 

long term lease was key to the Federal decision to 

put the Court in Riverside.  This facility serves resi-

dents of Riverside and San Bernardino County, the 

“Eastern Division” of the Central Federal District 

Court located in Los Angeles.  The court handles 

everything from small traffic citations on federal 

lands, to illegal re-entry cases, etc. handling a 

heavy case load of about 1500 per judge per year.  

This compares to about 800 per judge in LA, and 

only about 330 per judge in the San Francisco 

Court.  Last year the court handled about 5000 civil 

cases and 2500 criminal cases.  The Military “Don’t 

Ask, Don’t Tell” challenge was held here and is cur-

rently pending a decision.  Judge Bristow noted that 

Riverside is fortunate to have anchored a Federal 

Court here.  It has a pivotal economic impact on 

the City with hundreds of visiting attorneys, staff  

and jurors now stimulating the local coffers.  Sev-

eral other State courts, such as the Family Court, 

Criminal Court, Superior Court, and State Court of 

Appeals all located in Riverside, also have a huge 

impact on our City’s economy as well as the ability 

of residents to have nearby resolution to their dis-

putes.

Proceeds from the 

meal charge are used by FSA to help 

fund the “More Than a Meal” program 

for senior citizens throughout the area.
