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     Over 120 reality TV stars and personalities from shows like òSurvivoró, òBig 
Brotheró, òThe Moleó, òBeauty and the Geekó and about 30 other shows descended 
on Temecula, California April 19, 2011 to raise monies for òMichelleõs Placeó. 
 

     òMichelleõs Placeó named for Michelle Watson whose late diagnosis and 
treatment for breast cancer led to her wish for a facility that would better assist and 
provide resource support for breast cancer patients and their famili es.   
  

     òMichelleõs Placeó is quickly becoming one of the premier breast cancer patient 
and family resource center providing personal assistance during diagnostic 
procedures, low -cost diagnostic services to those without access, family counseling 
and support.  Their vision I simple, òTo be a support to those with breast cancer 
concernsó, their mission, òProvide emotional and educational support to those 
touched with breast cancer and facilitate breast health care services.ó 
 

     Gillian Larson, who tu rned 64 in February, tried 15 times to get on the television 
show òSurvivoró before finally being selected for the show filmed in Gabon located 
in west central Africa, only to be the first contestant eliminated after six days.  
 

     But her stay in isolati on helped her come up with the idea for òReality Rallyó.  
The concept has become an òAmazing Raceó style event that would pair up reality 
TV stars with people and fans to compete in several check point competition s set-up 
at different locations throughout Temecula.  In order to compete, teams would pay a 
small entry fee and then raise monies that would go to support òMichelleõs Placeó. 
 

     The event was a huge success, with internet social media and press exposure to 
over 96 countries, contestants and volunteers flew in from all over the globe.  The 
official numbers are still to be determined, but over $500,000 had been donated & 
or collected so far with in -kind sponsorships from hotels, advertising & printing, 
food, drink and location venues.
